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The Song in My Memory—
An In-Depth Interview with Fu-mei LIU

“I feel alive whenever | hear music. Music is my religion,” the graceful woman before me said softly as
she adjusted her sleeves and picked up a cup of hot tea in her hands.

It was ten after seven. The coffee house basked in a warm yellow glow infused with the sound of
classical music and the smell of roasted coffee. The interviewee sitting in front of me was the curator
for the Chu-shui CHEN Composition Concert. She received a Lifetime Achievement Award from the
Ministry of Education in 2016 and is an incumbent director of the National Performing Arts Center, the
first chair of the Pier-2 Art Center, and the founder of the Kaohsiung Music Education Association. She is
Fu-mei LIU, the widow of the late musician Chu-shui CHEN.

Chu-shui CHEN and Fu-mei LIU became acquainted through their duets together. During their time
studying at the Academy of Arts, one of their seniors was Tai-xiang LI, who was an exceptional violinist.
After LI asked LIU to play accompaniment to his violin performances to great success, many students
and even instructors at the academy began to ask her to do so as well, making her the most popular
accompanying pianist at the academy at the time.

“Chu-shui also wanted to ask me to play accompaniment for him, but being too shy to say so himself,
he actually asked another girl to make the request for him. | remember thinking to myself how timid and
adorable he was,” said LIU with a slight flush in her cheeks. “We began to grow closer as friends after
we started performing together. We would often practice together at my home, and Chu-shui made a
great impression on my family, who found him to be a decent, well-mannered young man.”

“In our sophomore year, Chu-shui dedicated his first composition, The Song in My Memory, to me as a
birthday present. | was pleasantly surprised by this gift and we started going out,” said LIU with a smile
and glistening eyes. Most people express their feelings in love letters, but Chu-shui CHEN chose to
express his love for Fu-mei LIU through their common language of music.

In their last year at the academy, the couple had to make the biggest decision of their lives. CHEN’ s
parents wanted him to study abroad in Japan, while LIU had harbored a dream to study in Germany
ever since she was a child. That year, Professor Wei-liang SHIH secured a scholarship from a German
music academy for LIU, bringing her childhood dream within reach. However, at the same time, she
knew that if she left for Germany, she and CHEN would slowly drift apart.

As she agonized over the decision, Chu-shui told her, “You should go ahead and study in Germany. My
parents are no longer young, and | have to stay with them here. I'll bring you flowers when you come
back to hold a concert.” At this point in the interview, | felt myself choking up. Across the table, Ms. LIU
used a tissue to wipe away the tears in her eyes and said, “I’'ve told this story countless times, but | still

get emotional whenever | tell it.” In response to CHEN’s kindness, LIU simply told him, “’'m not going.
We'll both stay.”

After graduating from the academy, LIU decided to leave her life in Taipei behind and start over in
Kaohsiung with CHEN. The couple married in 1967. “Chu-shui dedicated his piano piece, Autumn, to me
as a wedding present. Autumn was his favorite season of the year,” said LIU, her eyes smiling.

They became acquainted with local artists in Kaohsiung, including Tyzen HSIAO, who later became
CHEN’s best friend. “In those days, after our evening classes ended at nine, we would tuck our children
into bed and go out with a couple of friends to enjoy chatting over a late meal,” said LIU.

This group of artists founded the "Winter Month Assembly’, an interdisciplinary arts group that
combined music with fine arts, poetry, and calligraphy.

The "Winter Month Assembly" held two joint exhibitions at the Hotel Kingdom in Kaohsiung, once in
1974 and again in 1975. These exhibitions showcased pieces of painting and calligraphy while poets read
their work accompanied by performances by musicians. It was quite a radical idea at the time to host
an exhibition that allowed visitors to enjoy different artforms simultaneously. “Although the cost of
renting the venue was so high that the money from the ticket sales mostly went to cover it, the artists
were content simply to take part in the event,” LIU said with a laugh.

“In 1986, during a graduation trip to Hualien and Taitung with his students from Private Tainan Junior
College of Home Economics, Chu-shui told me over the phone that he felt sick and was not eating or
sleeping well. When he returned to Kaohsiung, we found a lump on his shoulder. We went to the hospital
for an examination, and the doctor told me that Chu-shui had terminal lymphoma and only had six

months left to live,” “Before he passed away, Chu-shui said to me, ‘There are still so many things |
haven’t done’,” said LIU.

“In the months after Chu-shui’s passing, | felt as if my soul had left with him. | lay in bed, passing in and
out of sleep, unwilling to face reality. But | had to pull myself together for my children and students,”
said LIU. “It was about twenty years after Chu-shui’ s passing when | started going through his old
manuscripts and books. | thought to myself that it would be better for these manuscripts and books
to be used and preserved than to sit collecting dust in my home, so | donated them to our alma mater,
National Taiwan University of Arts,” LIU said with a smile.

Ten years later, and thirty years after CHEN’s passing, LIU donated his precious autograph manuscripts
to the Taiwan Music Institute. Today, these documents are preserved in a temperature- and humidity-
controlled environment within the institute to preserve them and pass them on to future generations.
On my way back from the interview, | mulled over our heartwarming conversation. The soft yet
unwavering look in LIU’s eyes whenever she thought of CHEN was one filled with eternal love. As
CHEN said in My Beloved, “Life is meaningless if love is only of the past instead of the future... Let our
unbroken love live on.”

101 Reasons to tell a ghost story

By Director & Playwright of The Apocalypse of Fudingjin Katherine Hui-ling Chou

The purpose of The Apocalypse of Fudingjin is not to emulate what Chuang-tzu called "absurd and

ridiculous utterance’; instead, there's only one reason.

Historical memory gradually fades. Society’s anger, forgetfulness, and stubbornness overpower any
effort to recollect. Physical reality is intertwined with human desires and baggage. How can we capture
this cognitive world where fact and fiction entangle? Why not tell ghost stories? Relocating for the
creation of Apocalypse created a familiar unfamiliarity, which granted a new way of thinking and
intimacy with the audience. Talking about ghosts of the south can be regarded as a way we serve our

local audience members.

My search ended when | came across HSIEH Hsin-Yu's The Secrets Stolen by Five Ghost Children
The novel depicts a mystical and magical world based on an actual urban legend about Fudingjin.
Fortunately, HSIEH was glad to have his book adapted, thus meeting The Apocalypse of Fudingjinw goal
to speak truth through fantasy.

The Apocalypse of Fudingjin consists of one prologue and three parts with a total of 20 short scenes,
each existing on its own displaying the character's sorrows and bliss. The use of short scenes echoes
the concept of zhezixi (Chinese opera excerpts) and reincarnation, which traces the protagonist's
soul-shattering life entangled in reality and fantasy. If the audience follows the story progression, The
Apocalypse of Fudingjin may be seen as the story of the male protagonist, WANG Sheng-bang, and his
life after losing his son. If traced backward, the play can be about the child's lingering spirit tethered by
his familial attachments. The three mothers rolled into one embodies the total despair following a loss,

and the unbearable transcendence when facing it.

The Apocalypse of Fudingjin borrows the juxtaposition of life and death from its fantastical source
material to depict the hopes and dreams of the living and the dead. While the living ultimately wish for

mundanity, the spirits yearn for raucous bickering.

We hereby release from purgatory the people and stories we forgot either by accident or by force of

circumstance.

Brahms completed his “Violin Concerto in D Major” (1878) in the small town of Pértschach by
Worthersee in Austria. This composition fully displays the spirit of Beethoven's concertos: the orchestra
is not limited to the role of accompaniment but actually takes the lead, the piece is more like a
symphony than a concerto. Richard Strauss transformed his experience of a day’ s trip in the Alps in
Bavaria into the grand "Eine Alpensinfonie” (1911-1915).

There was a news story a few years ago on a “mechanic-violinist.” Mr. LU Chen-yu is a mechanic in
charge of power generator repair in Yunlin who loved listening to music on the radio while working
on the family farm while he was young. On one occasion, the radio was broadcasting classical music,
and LU initially disliked the music but was moved by a waltz by Strauss. LU took up the profession as
a mechanic and started learning music, and music became an indispensable component in his life.
LU once stated: “Who says that only those who wear tuxedoes have the right to play violins? Reject
the definition of others and the tyranny of appearances, and try to see the inner qualities.” This story
moved me deeply. LU’s art originated from living and has become a part of life.

Last year, | heard that there is a piano in the public space of Weiwuying. Artistic director CHIEN Wen-
pin wanted Weiwuying to be an art center for the people and came up with this idea so that anyone
could come here and play music. Coach driver WU Chia-sheng often visited the piano to play a few
songs when the pandemic broke

out at the beginning of the year. WU .M

mostly played popular songs, and - ’_‘\\g
nearby visitors would hum along to :: ! ——

the tunes; it was like a wonderful,

secret gathering. Weiwuying invited
WU to participate in the “Music
Playing of Musical Offering” and he
seamlessly integrated Bach with
Jasmine Flower, a Qing Dynasty folk
song inscribed in the memories of the
people of Taiwan. WU’s performance
transcends language and incites
intimate sentiments of everyday life.
This reminded me of seeing the restaging of Turandot at the opera house last month and how Puccini
embedded Jasmine Flower into his last work, emitting gentle strength while urging us to cherish the
beauty of life, peace, and freedom.

| often work in parks in recent years. Many elders carry radios when exercising; some even bring musical
instruments, transforming the park into a concert hall without walls. The approach of implementing
art with life and nature reminded me of the two gentlemen mentioned above, which inspired me to
choreograph in the park. Body Map in the Tainan Park and The Memory Overture of Strolling in the Park,
collaborated with Scarecrow Contemporary Dance Company and Kaohsiung composer WANG Yu-jun,
will be presented in November at Taiwan Dance Platform. During rehearsal, people were curious about
what we were doing, and | would say: Dancing!

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A group of local Kaohsiung artists in different fields of the performing arts started the Kong

Performance Experimental Field, which in 2018 produced | Am a Normal Person the First Edition, an
experimental one-woman performance featuring a performer with cerebral palsy. In 2020, the theater
group launched a second edition of the performance subtitled It" s Our Turn to Talk Smack about
Society! Most of us are used to seeing world class dancers and musicians performing, but how often do
you see people with disabilities on stage? How should we appreciate the performance of a person with
disabilities? How does one treat others different from oneself?

Some say that theater is a window on the world, but being a theatre director, | believe it also serves as
a bridge that connects different groups of people, opens up conversations with those different from
ourselves, and gives us the opportunity to practice listening—a skill that truly requires practice. Many
people feel the need to hide their true feelings and repress true thoughts behind a social mask. Many
life stories of vulnerability and bareness often do not fit into the main story lines in society—they
are there and you may notice them on occasion, but they are never the focus of attention. The Kong
Performance Experimental Field is here to change that. We want the audience as well as fellow cast
members to look beyond the physical characteristics of performers with disabilities and to listen—
really listen—to their life stories and their inner monologues.

Our productions are inspired by the individuality of the performers. We do not begin with a pre-
written script, but rather, we do physical and vocal improvisation. We start from interviews with these
performers. We want our productions to be unique, unlike anything else the audience has seen before.
We do not follow the principle of sameness, but principle of differences. By doing so, we create a sense
of ‘we’ with diversity.

With the performers, we have co-created a piece of performer-centric, body-centric theater. Every
challenge they face on stage is a challenge they’ ve been facing for years in real life. The characters
they play are none other than themselves. But which version of themselves are? That is the question
that we try to explore through blurring the lines between life and theater.

As |, being the director, with our physical coach CHEN Yi-chun and lead performer HSIEH Hsiao-chun
created the first edition of | Am a Normal Person together, Hsiao-chun often spoke of her experiences
dealing with the stereotypes the general public holds about people with disabilities. She shared story
after story of mistreatment and micro-inequity, and she wanted to put on the show as a response to
society. We thought it would be a brilliant way to promote public awareness of this issue and encourage

the audience to empathize with people with disabilities. The first edition of the show was met with rave
reviews, so we began work on a second edition—this time on a much larger scale—subtitled It" s Our
Turn to Talk Smack about Society! We hired six performers who had expert experience with different
types of disabilities and four artists as the creative team to co-create the show.

The through line that connects the second edition with the first is the incorporation of the
psychological and physical struggles that these performers face in real life and in rehearsals into the
theatre performance. The psychological challenge is vulnerability and shame. | want to transform the
hurt experience often associated with disability, for example bullying and discrimination incidents.
We explore the ways to face the specific ableness and disableness with honesty. In the first edition,
an actress interpreted her life stories by playing multiple roles on stage, and in the second edition, |
wanted to incorporate the misunderstandings that happened in the interpersonal interactions into the
play, and interpret life stories through actual physical challenges and motions.

It is worth noting that the cast
and the creative team consists
of people with different types of
disabilities (including mild to severe
cerebral palsy, Down syndrome,
autism spectrum disorder, polio,
deafness, and visual impairments)
and spans multiple generations. We
had to use a variety of innovative
ways to communicate with each
other, including speech-to-text,
lip reading, writing to the deaf, human translators, audio describing to cast members with visual
impairments, and other non-verbal, non-conventional means of communication. At times, it seemed a
laughable mess full of absurdity as we attempted, and often failing miserably, to translate things, but
it wound up becoming a core part of our performance. We believed the best way of getting across the
performers’ life stories was by showing the actual challenges they face and show the untranslatability
and the impossibility of empathy to the audience without glossing them over.

| would often catch myself wondering what | should do when communication broke down. Then | would
remember that not everything had to be done my way, and | would remind myself always to be mindful
of people who have very different experiences from me.

As we began work on the second edition of the play, we quickly realized that each member of the
cast and creative teams had a very different vision for the show. Through discussion, negotiation, and
countless compromises, it became apparent to me that repeatability and representability, the two
pillars of theater, had to be thrown out of the window. What, then, should we strive for?

Not about Success, but failure, shame, and vulnerability. By admitting uncontrollable factors and
allowing randomness into performance, we once again challenged theatrical norms. The questions we
asked were how to overcome barriers to artistic practice for people with disabilities, and how best to
work with them in bringing their stories into the theatrical space. Of course, there were many other
questions to address: Who should take orders from whom? Which rules should be followed and which
ones broken? Is there only one right way to work together? What is justice, and what is beauty? To be
quite honest, we’ re still trying to figure it all out.

2020 Taiwan Dance Platform will return in this November and
create " Encounter " for all through dance. We keep moving,
stepping outward to connect our daily life with the impulse of
the global society to enlarge our imagination about dance
performances. Exploring micro-individual performances,
creating participatory experience of immersive theater, we
relocate theater performances from stage into spaces of daily
life.
