The Magic Flute is perhaps one of the most recognizable operas. If the title does not sound
familiar at all, still, its melody would surely ring a bell. It can be argued that Der Hélle Rache
counts as the most flamboyant and technically demanding aria for coloratura soprano.
Once you have heard it, it will keep haunting you and tempt you to re-sing the lines with
a cracked voice. This October, Komische Oper Berlin’s award-winning production of The
Magic Flute is going to come to National Kaohsiung Center for the Arts (Weiwuying) after
laborious appeals. With two Opera World Awards under its belt and over 350 performances
in repertoire, their Magic Flute is visiting New York, Macau, and Kaohsiung in addition. Get
prepared for the visual and auditory thrill!

This version of The Magic Flute is coproduced by Komische Oper Berlin and 1927 Theatre

Company from the UK. A trend maker of contemporary music, Komische Oper Berlin runs
in the vanguard of operetta and ironic opera in Germany. 1927 is a burgeoning company
festooned with 8 awards and it specializes in sharp irony with an outstanding blend of
enchanting animation and cinematographic effects. Together, they have created a dream
piece that amazes the world.

A 21th-Century Interpretation of an 18th-Century Story

Premiered in 1791, The Magic Flute is MOZART’s last opera. Since its creation, the twisted
fairy tale has had a career lasting four centuries. In 2019, how to (re-)imagine a sterling
work that has lived through ages? Komische Oper Berlin and 1927 conceive the opera out
of the box in drawing on new media and sophisticated animation. This adds a stunningly
surreal edge to live-action and breaks the convention of theater layout.

According to Barrie KOSKY, director (Komische Oper) and creator of this show, “This
emphasis on the images makes it possible for every viewer to experience the show in
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his or her own way: as a magical, living
storybook; as a curious, contemporary
meditation on silent film as a singing
silent film; or as paintings come to life...
We can fly up to the stars and then ride an
elevator to hell, all within a few minutes...
Video projections as part of theatrical
productions aren’t new. But they often
become boring after a few minutes,
because there isn’t any interaction
between the two-dimensional space of
the screen and the three dimensions of
the actors. Suzanne (director & concept)
and Paul (animation & concept) have
solved this problem by combining all
of these dimensions into a common
theatrical language.” Though the use of
new media stands out as a salient feature
of this interpretation of The Magic Flute,
this blend does not adumbrate the opera’s
crux as the interplay of plot and music,
and the latter remains as the soul of the
whole show.

Black Humor Explodes in Silence

In line with the concept of German
expressionism, this German-British
coproduction prioritizes atmosphere
and psychology of the original story over
figurative representation. The dialogue
removed, this show projects keywords of
the text onto the stage and rubs against
the effects of a silent film. The absence of
speech gives way to a plethora of intense
emotion, including fear, love, hate, anxiety,
and despair. “I think that almost any story
can be told without words,” says Suzanne
ANDRAKE, the other director (1927) who
also conceived the show. “You can undress
a story to the bone, to find out what you
really need to convey the plot. We tried

to do that in The Magic Flute. You can
convey so much of a story through purely
visual means. You don’t always need two
pages of dialogue to show the relationship
between two people. You don’t need a
comic dialogue to show that Papageno
is a funny character. A clever gimmick
can sometimes offer more insight than
dialogue.”

This reimagining of The Magic Flute is not
only stripped of dialogue but also imbued
with the visual finesse of silent films. Face
white-painted, hair done in a retro bob
and garb decidedly consonant with the
epoch the hairdo evokes, the actors lure
you back to the 1920s. The British theater
company’s namesake 1927 marks the year
that saw the premiere of The Jazz Singer,
the first motion picture with synchronized
music and singing. Back then, it set off
ripples of shock because no one believed
sound films would have replaced silent
films. Today, au contraire, none of us
would wager for the situation vice versa.
That said, this show stirs imagination
without speech, brings the story home to
the audience steering clear of verbosity,
and interweaves sweet dream with
nightmare into a splendid tapestry of
images.

When it comes to grandmothers, what’s
on your mind? Silver head and a face full
of wrinkles? The green-fingered lady in the
garden? Hours spent in front of the telly
every day? Being slow in moving around
but fast in reciting Buddhist scriptures and
quibbling?

What grandmothers can do goes beyond
all this: they dance. It is not just square
dancing or folk dance! but a form of
movement that builds on visceral
connections with what has happened to
their lives. A Chinese proverb goes that
a senior in the house is like a gem in the
household’s possession; however, we
seldom really probe into the meaning of
this phrase by knowing more about our
elders and their stories. Since October 2010,
Eun-Me AHN, a Korean choreographer,
has embarked on a journey joined by four
dancers and three cameras without an
itinerary set in stone. They went deep into
the roads, landscapes, and people’s life in
Korea, and this journey marks the turning
point of the way they are connected to
other generations.
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A Style More Compelling than Writing

When AHN’s group travelled through the provinces of South Cungcheong, Jeolla,
Gyeongsang, and Gangwan, they recorded down the dance forms they had seen. The
dancers were mostly female peasants in their sixties, and some of them have already
reached their nineties. “They look happy,” observed AHN, “and they’re dancing rather
fluently and seem to be enjoying themselves. For young professionals like us, this is a huge
draw that makes our feet itchy. Every dancer’s movement reflects realistically what their
life is like, as if it were straight from the clips of a documentary. It conveys a sense of time
and space in the past inasmuch as those grandmothers’ wrinkled body unfolds like a living
chronicle over a century. There is something epic about their dances, pulling together

what is perhaps the best combination of rhythm and figure. In any case, we can find traces
of Korea’s contemporary history vividly represented through their bodies. And so, they’re
telling a form of national history more compelling than any other of its verbal versions.”

Why Dance?

Human society has developed myriad
forms of dancing as languages evolved
from region to region around the world.
The vocabulary for dancing draws on
social mores, tribal life, festival, nation-
building, aristocracy, folk practice, and
animal behavior. Not everyone, of course,
has a virtuoso command over dancing
techniques, but we surely have had
moments in which we wanted to dance to
a tempting beat. These impulses certainly
rub along our feelings and communicate
non-verbal messages. Perhaps no one was
really dancing in the room, but someone’s
body had something to say and just
moved.

In the case of these peasant women, they
only had fleeting hours at the end of a day
for themselves to have fun bearing the
brunt of post-war privation without access
to education nor a free life. Back then,
they could only sing and dance. They
danced to what moved their emotions in
everyday life and to the delight of getting
together. Not serving a specific purpose
whatsoever, their dance touches on the
essence of life and collective memory.

The Power of the Real

Dancing is not merely a technique, but a
form of expression. In collaboration with
amateur dancers, Eun-Me AHN’s three
productions Dancing Grandmothers,
Dancing Middle-aged Man, and Dancing
Teen Teen compose a living portrait
of Korean society investigating how
art can be related to real life. AHN has

only created a basic structure for her
dancers to follow, and from this point of
departure everyone is free to contribute
their interpretation based on traditional
Korean dance. AHN’s project forges a new
link between these grandmothers and
the younger generation. Dressed in loud-
colored prints or the traditional hanbok,
these ladies dance their way through cities
and the countryside. In company can be
folk songs or electronic music, younglings
or their senior peers. What matters, is
being who you really are while dancing.
What is all the rage in Korea does not
involves K-POP only—there are also life
stories translated into dancing among
different generations. Lauded as the “Pina
BAUSCH of Seoul,” Eun-Me AHN presents
you Dancing Grandmothers this time at
Weiwuying.
