Kaohsiung Center for the Arts (Weiwuying).

The Snowman and We're Going on a Bear
Hunt are classic picture book stories written
for Western children and have sold more
than nine million copies worldwide. They are
stories that parents read to their children
when they need them to be quiet or to
put them to bed. By reading these stories,
parents enhance their relationships with
their children. Concerning the content of
the aforementioned concerts, they delve
into the relationship between the boy and
snowman depicted in The Snowman and

the relationship between people and a bear
(as well as interesting rhyme changes)
illustrated in We're Going on a Bear Hunt.
Regarding the visuals of the concerts, they
display the aforesaid stories in the form of
anime as opposed to picture books. With
respect to music performed at the concerts,
the Kaohsiung Counterpoint Ensemble
will perform movie theme song Walking
in the Air written by famous composer
Howard BLAKE for The Snowman as well as
award-winning movie soundtrack written by
Stuart HANCOCK for We're Going on a Bear
Hunt.

The family anime concert series performed
at Weiwuying seek to teach its audience
ideas hidden behind these two stories. In
The Snowman, a fluffy, soft, tall, and white
snowman stands outside a door on a quiet,
snow-filled night waiting for a boy. During
his time with the snowman, the boy is free
from duties and punishment, and can play,
fly around, be free from worries, and do
anything without consequences. To children,
The Snowman exemplifies an imaginary

friend created by children in dreams or
when they are drifting off; and a temporary
escape from reality. To grown-ups, The
Snowman reminds them of the pressure that
they must shoulder as they grow up. For a
brief moment, these grown-ups are offered
an opportunity to shrink their bodies; put
aside the worries of the world; reminisce the
warmth and “weightlessness” of childhood;
and temporarily just be themselves. For both
children and grown-ups, they are given a
brief moment to free themselves from the
ties with external environments; find their
positioning and values; and be ready for
future setbacks and frustrations.

For We’re Going on a Bear Hunt, adults
accompany children to overcome the fear
of encountering a bear. Short, powerful
onomatopoeic words such as “Swishy
swashy!”, “Squelch squerch!”, and “Hooo
wooo!” are used to dispel children’s anxiety
and fear. From a musical element perspective,
onomatopoeic words are words with rhythm
and power that express emotions. Thus,

the use of these words implies that both

grown-ups and children rarely, via talking or
singing, express their deepest emotions; and
encourages that adults “reconnect” with
themselves and/or their children spiritually
once again via reading, talking, and/or
singing. The last sentence of the poem reads
“I’m not going on a bear hunt again” may
be used to represent children no longer
running away from fear but rather choosing
to face it. By accompanying children, adults
give the children power and teach them
how to overcome their fear or avoid being
chased by fearsome, mysterious creatures.
Concurrently, adults see how they are just
like children, except that they are a bigger
version of them.

Both children and grown-ups prefer peace
and stability. However, it is difficult for them
to not be affected by external environments.
Thus, Weiwuying uses music, poetry,
dramas, dances, and paintings in its anime
concerts to help them reach spiritual purity
and free them from worries. Come embrace
this delightful experience on Dec. 20 and 21!
