Music Festival, the composer LIN Chia-ying, who has
won many awards in recent years and was hailed for
"manifest flair" by The Times, will bring her new work
to Taiwan. BEETHOVEN's Piano Concerto No. 5 will
follow, establishing the new aura of the festival, with
its high-spirited theme and philosophical Adagio,
which all deeply express BEETHOVEN'S unchanging
pursuit of a "hero" and ideals. South Korean pianist
Sunwook KIM, the soloist of this concert, has been
thriving internationally with robust and candid
performance since he won the Leeds International
Piano Competition in 2006. For many years, he has

performed with the best orchestras in the world,
and the musical insights from his fingertips are
phenomenal.

In the second half, Petrushka is a whimsical
masterpiece from Russian composer Igor
STRAVINSKY that shocked the music world again
after his previous blockbuster- Firebird. In this story
about magicians and dolls, in addition to creating
vigorous sound and complicated rhythms, he
also used unconventional bitonality technique to
portray the protagonist's half-human and half-doll
characteristics.

Film: The Orchestra
by Zbig RYBCZYNSKI

Born in Poland, RYBCZYNSKI is undoubtedly one of
the most imaginative directors of the contemporary
era. Ever since the 70's he has dug deep into special
effects, such as extensive use of green screen
shooting. The most special thing in his works is
that they often start from real scenarios, then veer
into many surreal plots, forming a highly personal
worldview. He once mentioned in an interview: "I
like the concept of 'contemporary'. My videos will
integrate different times. | don't want to directly
portray the "current time" because the present and the
past are one as a whole."

The Orchestra is his masterpiece completed in
1990. The film is a combination of six fantasy short
films. Instead of using music as the background
soundtrack, each section makes the image and the
music counterpoint each other. For example, in the
fifth part, when the newlyweds dance naked in the
church, the music is SCHUBERT’s Ave Maria. The last
part features RAVEL's Boléro mixed with depictions of
the rise and fall of the communist system, a vivid and
stunning image.

As the laureate of the 2015 Queen Elisabeth
International Violin Competition in Brussels, Taiwan
violinist William WEI has developed a very "ear-
catching" sound and expression, launching a brilliant
international soloist career. Moving to Berlin after
the competition, WEI continued to apprentice under
the former Berlin Philharmonic concertmaster
Kolja BLACHER, which assuredly deepened his
understanding and mastery of German and Austrian
classics.

In this concert, WEI will collaborate with the South
Korean pianist Sunwook KIM to play BEETHOVEN 's
Sonata for violin and piano, full of intense and stormy
spirit. This music not only opens up the grammar

of the violin, but is also considered a touchstone of
the violinist, because of its rapid emotional changes,
and the requirement for a deep understanding of the
author's musical point of view. In the second half,
BRAHMS's Sonata for violin and piano, the only violin
sonata BRAHMS ever wrote, will demonstrate the
magnificence, almost symphonic like masterpiece
through these four movements.

Between the two pieces is the Austrian composer
WEBERN's Four Pieces for violin and piano. The
composer uses very limited space (the four pieces
are only 9, 24, 14, and 15 bars, respectively) to explore
all kinds of fresh sounds of the violin, revealing the
rebellious vitality of the end of the century.

— Pictures of What?

Beyond the Score® is a performance presented by
the Chicago Symphony Orchestra (CSO) specifically
created for the public to “decipher” music. This
series will use drama, projection, lighting, and other
multimedia, combined with live performance, leading
the listeners to the inner world of the composer and
to understand the details of the musical score. In this
year's festival, curator and Artistic Director Unsuk
CHIN particularly selected Pictures at an Exhibition,
focusing on “symphony with visual and listening
experience,” which expands the style of classical
music events.

Pictures at an Exhibition is a piano piece by Russian
composer Modest MUSSORGSKY inspired by the
paintings of Viktor HARTMANN. There is the lively

and jubilant Ballet of Unhatched Chicks, as well as
the majestic The Great Gate of Kiev. The suite has the
sounds of both minimalism and extreme complexity,
which vividly convey the detailed characters of the
original paintings. The French composer Maurice
RAVEL, who was skilled at orchestration, later adapted
it for full orchestra. The subtle arrangement made the
work become one of the most popular repertoires in
orchestral concerts. In this CSO-produced program,
we will be hearing the vocal narration along with
the music, explaining the original intention of the
composer, how RAVEL “symphonized” the piano
score, allowing us to once again appreciate the charm
of the tone painting.

When you think of Vienna, you might
first think of MOZART or BEETHOVEN.
But as a major music capital for
centuries, its music has changed
like political power shifting, swaying
between the most conservative and
avant-garde, conjuring new musical
views.

BRAHMS, who came from Hamburg,
served as the conductor of a choral
society in Vienna, then as director of
the concerts of the Vienna Gesellschaft
der Musikfreunde. Many of his works
that had been in progress for many
years were finally finished here,
including the first symphony and two
string quartets. Among them, String
Quartet No. 2 perfectly blends the
emotional expressivity in romanticism

and the clarity of structure in classicism,
showing a unique musical vocabulary.

ZEMLINSKY, born and raised in Vienna,
composed the exquisite String Quartet

No.1, punctuated by scar-like harmonies
reflecting the insecurity and decadence
of the end of the nineteenth century.
Stepping into the 20th century, WEBERN,

as representative of the Second Viennese
School, followed his predecessor
SCHOENBERG's "twelve-tone technique”
to launch a bolder and more abstract
exploration, with Fiinf Satze establishing
its own new tradition.

First
is Black Angel by American composer
George CRUMB, completed in the middle
of the Vietnam War. Three main themes
of "parting”, "absence" and "return” are
used to develop "13 Images from the Dark
Land." CRUMB quoted Schubert's Death
and the Maiden, the medieval chant Dies
irae, and other materials to create a pale
and terrifying sound, forming a eulogy for
the current era.

Using taped interviews
and a slow-developing musical theme,
REICH depicts the journey of '‘Before the
War', 'During the War', and 'After the War’,
ending with a glimmer of warmth and
hope.

Through music, we relearn the classics. The
French composer Claude DEBUSSY, after reading
MALLARME's poem Laprés-midi d'un faune, developed
the musical theme freely with polychromatic sound,
capturing complex blending dimensions of divinity
and human desire in Greek mythology. Rimsky-
KORSAKOV, catalyzed by the oriental style, evokes
the ravishing gorgeousness and tenderness from the
Arabic story - One Thousand and One Nights.

These classics will be joined by Austrian composer
Bernd Richard Deutsch's Concerto for Saxophone
Quartet and Orchestra, which was premiered by

Rascher Saxophone Quartet and The Leipzig
Gewandhaus Orchestra at the end of 2021.

DEUTSCH's works are described as having "an
inexhaustible abundance of lifelike musical
characters, situations, and gestures" by the Vienna
newspaper Die Presse. They are playful and also
ironic, and connect readily with the audience. Raschér
Saxophone Quartet is famous for their sentimental
style and refined playing technique. This will be their
first performance in southern Taiwan and is highly
anticipated.

17 years later, CHIEN Wen-pin and LI Huan-hsiung
are once teaming up to present Bellini’'s most
illustrious work Norma!

Delicacy and Persistence Captured In-between Movement and Silence

Bunraku—traditional puppet theater,
captures the essence of Japanese
classical arts and requires the combined
talents of tayu (chanters/narrators),
shamisen musicians, and puppeteers.
Originating back to 400 years ago,
Bunraku has experienced several
setbacks and stagnant periods over
the years, but has since regained its
popularity and is today regarded as one of
the three major Japanese traditional arts
together with Kabuki and Noh. Based off
of traditional Bunraku, Maiden’s Bunraku
diverges from having puppets operated

The pipe organ at the National Kaohsiung Center for the Arts (Weiwuying) features an innovative,
unsymmetrical design with 9,085 pipes and 127 stops in total, making it the largest pipe organ used
for performances in any concert hall in Asia.
