In 1892, Antonin DVORAK arrived in New York to
assume the position of Director at the National
Conservatory of Music and lend his expertise in
the quest for the quintessential "spirit of American
music".

History of Violence premiered in 2018 at
Schaubuhne Berlin, directed by Thomas
OSTERMEIER and based on the autobiographical
novel by young French writer Edouard LOUIS. Due
to his homosexuality and working-class roots, LOUIS

reflects on his experience (the struggle between

conservatism and gender identity) and the
sociocultural struggles (class violence and power

inequalities) in his work.

History of Violence is based on LOUIS' rape in
Paris and its traumatic aftermath. LOUIS met a
man on Christmas Eve and brought him back
to his apartment. When he caught the man
stealing, the man flew into a rage, threatened
LOUIS at gunpoint, tried to strangle him with a
scarf, and eventually raped him. After the incident,
LOUIS overheard his family's recount of the rape,
experienced the prejudice of the medical staff
toward homosexuals and STDs during an exam, and

read the homophobic and racist police report.

This adaptation for the stage is a minimalist
performance accompanied by projections and live
percussion, translating the novel's central issues
into a theater piece. The performance occasionally
breaks the fourth wall and becomes even more
explosive.

FLORENCE 1600 - Giulio CACCINI, Jacopo PERI:
two virtuoso singers, two composers about to

revolutionize the art of singing.

At the very end of the sixteenth century, the city of
Florence organized magnificent celebrations for
the wedding of Ferdinand de' Medici and Christine
de Lorraine. The best singers and instrumentalists
were brought together for an occasion that would
give birth to a completely new work, both from a
theatrical and musical point of view La Pellegrina.
Emilio de' Cavalieri and his assistants Jacopo PERI
and Giulio CACCINI strongly believed in a new
musical style that would do away with polyphony
in favor of monody so as to give precedence to text
and expressivity.

The music of Giulio CACCINI and his Nuove
Musiche and PERI's songs are well known, but it is
interesting to set in parallel the genius of these two
great musicians and to explore two worlds in which,
however similar their language and compositional
principles, their means of expressing sensitivity and
emotions differ enormously.

In reaction to Renaissance polyphony, their music
was written to be sung to the accompaniment of
a single plucked instrument. Singers would often
accompany themselves, but would also perform
among and accompanied by family members.
Thus the familial duo of Marc and Angelique
resonates very naturally with the heritage of those

great musicians.

SIBELIUS completed his second symphony in 1902,
at a time when Finland was eager to break away
from Russia's high-handed rule. In this work, he not
only established a style that was distinctly different
from Russian music, but also drew inspiration from
the epic poem Kalevala. This influence propelled

him towards a more abstract and innovative

approach to symphonic composition. SIBELIUS
began to develop small motifs organically, so
that the music seemed to grow from seed. By
incorporating continuous long voice parts and mid-
bass in wind music, he created a soundscape of
nature; that evoked vastness and remoteness. The
composer's subsequent work, the Violin Concerto,
was also unconventional. In addition to showcasing
his love for the violin through displays of virtuosic
skill and lyrical sections, he expanded on the
"organic" concept by introducing the technique
of continuously anticipating themes and further
developing them later on. This approach resulted in

a vivid interweaving of musical ideas.

Klaus MAKELA, the conductor for this performance,
currently serves as the Chief Conductor of the
Oslo Philharmonic Orchestra, and the Music
Director of Orchestre de Paris. He is known for
his refined, elegant, and energetic style, which
has won him a legion of devoted fans in recent
years. In 2027, he will be taking the stage at the
Concertgebouworkest. Janine JANSEN, a seasoned
soloist with extensive experience on stage, is
recognized for her commanding and exquisite
performances that exude passion and captivate
audiences. The combination of these two masters
is bound to generate the dazzling synergy music

enthusiasts eagerly await.

The Gewandhausorchester Leipzig
returns to Taiwan. Andris NELSONS, the
Gewandhauskapellmeister (Music Director and
Principal Conductor), infuses the orchestra's

Korean Gipsy Sangjaru is composed of a trio of
Korean musicians who play traditional instruments.
After developing an interest in the various forms
and types of Korean traditions and traditional music,
they discovered that what is universally regarded as
"traditional" is in many cases not actually genuine
tradition at all. They also found that there are
categories that fall outside what is considered to be

tradition which are actually the traditions of specific

communities. The three pondered constantly on
this issue, but came to no resolution. They then
read Paulo COEHLO's The Pilgrimage, which proved
to be a revelation for the members. In 2018, they
followed in COELHO's footsteps and walked the
Camino de Santiago, Spain's pilgrimage trail, to

seek answers.

In 2019, the group produced a documentary
based on their pilgrimage and included all the
music created and performed along the way. The
documentary performance records their actual
journey along the Camino de Santiago, and is
interspersed with animation, live-action images,

and narration.
